The relationship is expressed in the fact that
destination management as an instrument of regional tourism development policy implements
the plans set by that policy. The management of a tourist destination operates at the operational
and tactical levels, at the level of a specific place/ locality. Tourism policy is the collective guiding
principles, strategies, and rules that are used by governments and organizations to manage the
tourism industry. Policy creates a structure within which destinations are managed.
Conclusion. Tourist destination management is a key tool of regional tourism policy,
coordinating all aspects of a tourist destination to ensure its sustainability and
competitiveness. It involves the joint efforts of stakeholders such as business, government
and the community. By integrating various management functions and aligning them with
other regional strategies such as transportation development and environmental
protection, tourist destination management can create a holistic and high-quality visitor
experience while supporting the local community.
